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History

Original Campground was established on Hwy. 223, 4 miles
East of Thomson about 1800.

After General William T. Sherman captured Atlanta in the fall of
1864, he setout with his troops
Along the way, his soldiers took over White Oak Campground
as aresting place and to care for the wounded. A deadly fever
broke out among the soldiers. The surviving soldiers, burned
the campground and moved on about 1865/1866.

It was not until, 1872 that the current location was established.
First campmeeting held here in the Summer of 1873.

The Tabernacle is constructed with wooden pegs, and seats
about 450 people. It continues to serve as a center for
campmeeting worship - April , June and October.
